In August 2000, the Administration directed the Secretaries of Agriculture and of the 
Interior to prepare a report that would recommend how best to respond to the year’s severe 
wildland fires, reduce the impacts of such wildland fires on rural communities, and ensure 
sufficient firefighting resources in the future. 
  
The report, titled Managing the Impacts of Wildfire on Communities and the Environment: 
A Report to the President In Response to the Wildfires of 2000 – The National Fire Plan 
(NFP) for short - was approved in September 2000.   

 
The Congress also directed the Departments of Agriculture and the Interior to engage the 
Governors in a collaborative structure to cooperatively develop a coordinated, National ten-
year comprehensive strategy with the States as full partners in the planning, decision-
making, and implementation of the National Fire Plan for the long-term.  The 
comprehensive strategy was officially released on August 12, 2001.  
 
Completion of the “ Implementation Plan”  is the final piece to bring together all 
stakeholders, Federal, State, Tribal and local, for a common purpose. The Secretary of the 
Interior, the Secretary of Agriculture, the Governors of Montana, Wyoming, Idaho, and 
Oregon, and the Director of the Council on Environmental Quality (CEQ) signed the Plan 
in Idaho City on May 23, 2002.   
 
Idaho assumed a lead role in National Fire Plan implementation in 2002 with the July 26th 
signing of a statewide implementation strategy. This Strategy has been adopted by the State 
of Idaho to provide a framework for an organized and coordinated approach to the 
implementation of the National Fire Plan, specifically the national “10-Year 
Comprehensive Strategy Implementation Plan” . 
 
The Idaho Department of Lands and the US Forest Service took the lead in developing this 
Idaho Strategy. To determine National Fire Plan activity in the state and identify concerns 
and issues, seven interagency local level National Fire Plan meetings were held throughout 
the state – Orofino, McCall, Idaho Falls, Boise, Coeur d’Alene, Priest River and Salmon. 
The main issues and concerns were: 
  
1) Lack of a coordinated NFP effort – each agency is implementing individual programs  
2) Lack of understanding of roles and responsibilities  
3) Lack of information and confusion on agencies programs and projects  
4) Local officials and fire chiefs overwhelmed.  
 
The “10-Year Comprehensive Strategy Implementation Plan”  along with the information 
gathered at the local meetings was used to prepare a draft Idaho strategy which was then 
reviewed by the following: 
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The Idaho Association of Counties  
The Idaho Resource Conservation and Development Councils  
The Governors Office  
The Idaho Fire Chiefs Association  
The Forest Service Forest Supervisors  
The Bureau of Land Management District and Area Managers  
The Director and the Area Supervisors of the Idaho Department of Lands  
The Bureau of Indian Affairs and tribes  
The Idaho Department of Commerce  
The Idaho Bureau of Disaster Services 
The congressional delegations  
The State Fire Marshall 
 
The three part Idaho Strategy provides for: 
 

1) Emphasis on a collaborative approach at the county level 
 

Within the State of Idaho, the Counties, with the assistance of State and Federal 
agencies and local expert advice, will develop a risk assessment and mitigation plan 
to identify local vulnerabilities to wildland fire. This plan will provide guidance for 
various mitigation projects. 

 
2) A Statewide group will provide oversight and pr ior itization as 

needed on a statewide scale   
 

3) A single, web based information system 
  
This strategy is not intended to circumvent any work done to date and individual Counties 
should not delay implementing any National Fire Plan projects to develop this county 
plan.Counties are encouraged to identify pr ior ity needs quickly and begin whatever  
actions necessary to mitigate those vulnerabilities.  
 
It is recognized that implementation activities such as; hazardous fuel treatment, equipment 
purchases, training, homeowner education, community wildland fire mitigation planning, 
and other activities, will be occurring concurrently with this County wide planning effort. 
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The “ Idaho Statewide Implementation Strategy for the National Fire Plan”  was signed July 
26, 2002 by the following:

Idaho is the first to implement a statewide strategy and it is intended to provide for a 
coordinated effort in each county by involving all of the interested agencies and groups. 
The Idaho Strategy has been recognized nationally as an excellent format for all states to 
utilize when implementing National Fire Plan programs.

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Fuel Reduction in Action 
 
Heyburn State Park, located in northern Idaho on the shores of Lake Coeur d’Alene, is a 
popular recreation destination for many Idahoans. The Park, which experiences very high 
use during the summer months, has a history of no fuel or timber management, and hs over 
70 structures and summer cabins surrounded by forested land. 
 
When National Fire Plan money was first made available, the park was a natural fist choice 
for a hazardous fuel reduction project. The proposed project meshed with the overall 
management plan for the park and the Parks & Recreation department had funding 
available for their share of the cost. 
 
The project covers approximately 30 acres and provides a 100-foot fuel break which 
protects all structures in the park that are in danger from wildfire. Due to the close 
proximity of buildings, and because of the low impact on the land, mechanical logging 
machinery was used for this project. Logs generated will be sold and should return about 
75 percent of the Park’s share of the project dollars. 
 
The project is a cooperative effort of the Idaho Department of Lands and the Idaho 
Department of Parks & Recreation.
