When we developed our three-point Idaho
Statewide Implementation Strategy for the
National Fire Plan in 2002, our intent was to
bring organization to our collaborative efforts in
Idaho. We recognized that working together
locally would be the key to success and that
collaboration would occur at the county level in
Idaho. We said that we would organize an
Idaho State Fire Plan Working Group to
provide further strategic guidance for the National Fire Plan, and
that this group would prioritize projects at the State level. And
finally, we said that we would develop a useful website for our
counties and communities.

Today, the partners in every county in Idaho are engaged in or
have completed a County Wildland Fire Assessment and Mitigation
Plan. Within every county, varied combinations of County
Commissioners, local fire chiefs, citizens, Local Emergency
Planning Committees, Resource Conservation and Development
Associations, and state and federal land management and
emergency preparedness agencies are assessing their local threats
and vulnerabilities to wildland fire, and together they are finding
solutions to mitigate those threats.

The Idaho State Fire Plan Working Group consists of fourteen
agencies, organizations, and tribes that have a responsibility for
delivery of the National Fire Plan. This group is chartered and has
developed a statewide fire risk assessment to provide a scientific
foundation for consideration as they prioritize projects.

And finally, our websites serve as a resource to our counties and
communities in Idaho to bring clarity to the myriad of grant and
assistance resources available to assist them with funding for local
projects.

As a result of the National Fire Plan, the Western Governors’
10-Year Collaborative Strategy and its Implementation Plan, and
now, the Healthy Forests Restoration Act of 2003, people in Idaho
are working together like never before to identify threats from
wildland fire and to create local solutions. This work will take
decades, but we are off to a solid start.

2003 National Fire Plan Programs Report

For over fifty years a strong partnership has existed in Idaho between the Idaho Department of
Lands and the State and Private Forestry branch of the United States Forest Service. These
partners work together to deliver four programs to achieve the goals of the National Fire Plan in
Idaho. During 2003, these four programs included:

1. The ldaho Department of Lands Hazardous Fuels Treatment Program
2. The Idaho Department of Lands Volunteer Fire Assistance Program
3. The Stevens Hazardous Fuels Reduction Program

4. The Fuels for Schools Program

Each program will be discussed in detail.

1. IDL Hazardous Fuels Treatment Program (IDL-HFT Program)

The IDL-HFT program is the primary incentive program at work in ldaho for landowner
assistance with reduction of hazardous fuels on non-federal lands. Federal funds for this
program are allocated from the Forest Service to the Idaho Department of Lands under the
cooperative fire authority, State Fire Assistance. This is a cost-share program, with the State
and Federal partners each providing an equal share (50:50) of the funds.

2003 Process:

e June 2002: Call for project grant proposals by IDL to private landowners and organizations
in ldaho.

o October 2002: IDL, with input from partners, prioritized projects throughout Idaho. These
projects were forwarded to the Western State Fire Managers' west-wide competitive
process.

o2 April 2003: IDL notified of successful grant applications from Western State Fire Managers
grant committee. These projects then became the tentative funding commitment from the
Forest Service.

o April £ June 2003: The funding level from the Forest Service and match from the State of
Idaho is finalized. Successful grant applicants were notified, agreements developed, and
work began.

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3. Stevens Program

The Western States refer to another type of federal hazardous fuels reduction dollars as
aStevens® funds in recognition of Senator Ted Stevens of Alaska who sponsored this authority.
These monies are actually federal hazardous fuels reduction funds that may be used on either
the National Forests or, at the discretion of the Forest Service Regional Forester, used for work
on non-federal lands. There is no required match with these funds, though projects with local
investment are encouraged.

Senator Stevens and others identified the need for these monies following the Cerro Grande
escaped prescribed-burn incident in New Mexico. The following language was included in the
initiating legislation (the 2002 appropriations bill) and applies today in reference to Stevens
funds:

E a,..may be used on adjacent non-Federal lands for protecting communities when
hazards reduction is planned on national forest lands that have the potential to place such
communities at risk...°

E a...to plan and implement projects specifically designed to protect communities from
wildland fires where and when hazardous fuel reduction activities (prescribed fire) on NFS lands
have the potential to place these communities at risk from wildland fire...°

E a...the time between project initiation on NFS lands and non-Federal lands should not
exceed 3 years...°

E aProjects should focus on the most high-risk areas to decrease risks to the community,
rather than scattered in numerous projects...°

2003 Process:

o April 2002: Tentative agreement between the Forest Service and IDL on program funding
level.

ce Grant applications that were submitted for the IDL-HFT program were screened to
determine if they might qualify for the Stevens funds.

e Following a collaborative priority setting session by the Idaho State Fire Plan Working Group
on October 8, 2003, it was determined that Bonner County and the Elk City Alliance grant
applicants under the IDL-HFT program were likely qualified candidates.

@ On October 27, 2003, Bonner County was notified that they would receive $300,000 of
Stevens funds, and the Elk City Alliance would receive $30,000 for their projects.

e Region 4 of the Forest Service made $63,000 available for projects adjacent to southern
Idaho National Forests. These funds have not yet been allocated.

& The question of what was meant by @adjacent® to National Forest lands continued to arise.
During February of 2004, IDL consulted with the Forest Service Cooperative Fire Specialist
and sent a letter of clarification for Stevens monies to the grant recipients and asked that
they describe for us how their projects meet the intent of these monies.

e Grant recipients will respond to a request for further information by mid-March. If the
Stevens monies cannot be used as intended, a re-allocation process will be developed.
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4. Fuels for Schools Program

The Fuels for Schools program in Idaho is a partnership program between the State Foresters,
the Regional Foresters in Regions 1 and 4 of the Forest Service, and the Panhandle Lakes
RC&D. The purpose is to expand the use of small-diameter trees removed in fire hazard
reduction projects to heat local public schools.

IDL and the Forest Service discussed the potential for development of this program in Idaho
during late 2002 and early 2003. An agreement was struck which outlined the potential for this
program, roles and responsibilities, staffing, and funding contribution levels.

The Forest Service contributed $630,023 in FFY 2003. The funds include $50,000 to assist IDL
in providing staff for program development. The remainder of the funds are to be used to fund
at least one pilot Fuels for Schools project in Idaho. As these funds have not yet been awarded,
the total is not included in the tables representing assistance in ldaho to date.

The program was announced in an open letter to Idaho's public school superintendents in June
2003. Eight school districts responded that they might be candidates for investment in a wood
biomass system to heat their schools.

Preliminary Assessment Engineering studies of five schools were completed by CTA Architects
Engineers, Inc. during August through November in 2003.

In December 2003 the Forest Service added $170,000 to the Idaho FFS project to enable the
construction of two pilot projects in the State.

At the time of this report, two candidate pilot projects have been selected:
o Council School District, Council, ID. (Grant $386,400)
e Boundary County School District, Bonners Ferry, ID. (Grant $303,600)

Both biomass heating plants are anticipated to be operational by the fall of 2004.

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Appendix B - Idaho Bureau of Disasters Services Update

BDS Overview and Mission

The Bureau of Disaster Services (BDS) was created within the Military Division under the
Executive Office of the Governor by the Disaster Preparedness Act of 1976. It is broadly tasked
with ensuring that Idaho's counties are able to respond to emergencies and disasters, both
natural and man-caused, by having an organization capable of directing and coordinating
response and recovery activities. BDS assists counties and cities in developing plans, in
training personnel to implement the plans, and in exercises to test the operation of the plans.
Emergency management is based on the principle of self-help, and BDS also assists
jurisdictions in establishing mutual assistance compacts with each other for situations in which
local resources are unable to meet the needs of the event. When resource needs exceed local
capabilities, BDS facilitates State and Federal assistance.

BDS supports counties with six area field officers with offices in Coeur d'Alene, Lewiston, Boise,
Twin Falls, Pocatello, and Rigby who provide insight into local issues and deliver State services
tailored to their region.

The Disaster Preparedness Act also tasks BDS to recommend strategies to reduce, or mitigate,
the harmful effects of disasters. In carrying out this task, BDS administers Federal grants from
the Federal Emergency Management Agency to assist counties in developing plans for reducing
the structural, economic, and social impact of earthquakes, landslides, interface fires, floods,
and severe storms. BDS also assists communities to implement projects identified in their
plans.

Funding for Mitigation Planning and Projects

Planning is a prerequisite for project implementation. BDS develops and maintains a state plan
for hazard mitigation required by Federal law to ensure State eligibility for Federal disaster
assistance programs. Federal law also requires that communities have local all-hazard
mitigation plans in order to be eligible for Federal assistance for mitigation projects. FEMA
regulations define the form and content of these plans, and BDS provides funding to counties to
develop their own plans.

Since 2001, when the planning requirements were enacted, BDS has awarded over $450,000 to
the following counties for all-hazard plans: Boundary, Kootenai, Benewah, Latah, Nez Perce,
Clearwater, Lewis, Adams, Washington, Payette, Valley, Gem, Elmore, and Bingham.

Though the requirements are for plans that address multiple hazards, BDS recognizes that not
all counties have the financial resources to complete all-hazard plans initially. Therefore,
communities that have an identified hazard from wildland urban interface fires can begin the
planning process with this hazard and expand it as resources allow. For this reason, the format
of the FEMA-required plan will facilitate further updating.

The RC&Ds in Idaho report the following activities by Council Area:

Three Rivers RC&D + Pocatello

Community Planning for Fire Protection Grant

Three Rivers Resource Conservation and Development (RC&D) Council utilized National Fire
Plan funds in 2003 by administering a Community Planning for Fire Protection program grant on
behalf of Bannock County. The primary purpose of these grants was to promote planning
efforts geared towards fire protection and prevention in wildland urban interface areas. Three
Rivers RC&D serves Bannock, Bingham, and Power counties and the Fort Hall Indian
Reservation.

The grant was spearheaded by Three Rivers RC&D and the Eastern Idaho Fire Coop (EIFC).
The EIFC is a multi-agency organization whose mission is to strategically coordinate wildland
firefighting activities between fire service agencies for Eastern Idaho communities. The goal of
the EIFC grant was to systematically identify resources, assets, and needs of all Eastern Idaho
fire departments and fire districts and to make this information available to local, state, and
federal government entities thereby leveraging assistance and funds for priority projects. The
assessment area spanned all of Eastern Idaho and encompassed the following:

Y% 48 fire departments and fire districts

% 15 counties (Bannock, Bear Lake, Bingham, Bonneville, Butte, Caribou, Clark, Franklin,

Fremont, Jefferson, Madison, Oneida, Power, Teton, and Custer.

Y% Fort Hall Indian Reservation

% Three RC&Ds - Three Rivers, Bear River, and High Country
Grant funds were used to hire a contractor to develop an extensive questionnaire that examined
the following resources, assets, and needs:

% Firefighting Program (both wildland and structural)

% Hazardous Materials Program

Y% EMS Program

% Training and Certification

Y% Communication

% Prevention and Inspection

Y% Public Education
Additional funds were used to hire contractors to conduct one-on-one on-site interviews with
each fire department or fire district chief or other authorized individual, compile information, and
prepare reports for distribution to partners.

Three Rivers RC&D's Fire Education Program

Three Rivers Resource Conservation and Development Council's Fire Education Program
(FEP) has utilized National Fire Plan funds since 2001 to create Firewise communities by
working with homeowners, fire professionals, local, state, and federal government officials, and
others to reduce the risk of wildfire in urban and rural areas.
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In 2003, we used National Fire Plan (NFP) funds to 1) hire a full-time year-round program
coordinator, 2) sponsor three neighborhood fuels reduction projects, 3) hire, train, and supervise
a four-person Fire Education Team, 4) conduct RedZone surveys and in-depth home
evaluations, and 5) provide community outreach and education.

1) Hire Fire Education Program Coordinator + Using National Fire Plan funds, Three Rivers
RC&D hired a full-time Coordinator to oversee all FEP activities in 2003 and to develop a year
round program. This greatly enhanced our ability to provide needed educational and fuels
reduction opportunities to high-risk communities. Previously, the position had been seasonal.

In 2003, the Coordinator was responsible for the following activities:

% Organize and coordinate three neighborhood fuels reduction projects.

% Train and supervise a four-person Fire Education Team during the summer.

% Coordinate FEP activities with local, state, and federal governmental and fire officials
with a special focus on the Portneuf/West Bench Fuels Reduction Project, a nationally
recognized pilot project in the Pocatello area that focuses on areas with common
boundaries between the BLM, Forest Service, State, and private lands.

Y% Conduct home evaluations.

% Create educational materials, provide programs to Shoshone-Bannock Tribes,
businesses, civic groups, etc., and partner with community organizations.

2) Sponsor Neighborhood Fuels Demonstration Projects + In 2003, the FEP sponsored three
neighborhood fuels reduction projects in a recognized high-risk area in Pocatello, Idaho. Each
project focused on a specific neighborhood of interested homeowners who worked together to
cut and pile woody debris. Using NFP funds, Three Rivers contracted with a local tree service
company to chip woody debris generated by each project. All of the chipped material was
recycled for mulch, landscaping, or erosion control. The funds paid for rental of a city roll-off
box (large dumpster) and county landfill disposal fees for unchipped material.

These types of neighborhood fuels reduction projects provide four key benefits: 1) They
leverage valuable National Fire Plan dollars by encouraging homeowners to share in the
responsibility of creating defensible space and Firewise communities; 2) They solve a major
obstacle identified by homeowners who want to reduce wildfire risk around their homes + the
removal of woody debris % in a very cost effective way; 3) The majority of the woody debris
generated during these fuels reductions projects is recycled (most on-site) rather than discarded
into the landfill; this encourages support from city and county governments; 4) The projects
focus public attention on fuels projects in general and on the establishment of nationally
recognized Firewise Communities/USA in these and other communities in Three RiversGservice
area.

3) Sponsor Fire Education Team * A four-person team of local young people was hired for the
summer using National Fire Plan funds. They received two weeks' of training on fire behavior,
firefighting techniques, local fire history, etc., prior to commencing their fieldwork. During most
of the summer they conducted RedZone surveys for the Pocatello Fire Department and
provided home evaluations by request (see below). They also participated in outreach activities
at community events.
4) Conduct RedZone Surveys and Home Evaluations + FEP partnered with the Pocatello Fire
Department to conduct RedZone surveys of all homes in their area at highest risk for wildfire
and with the highest potential for the most significant losses should a wildfire occur. RedZone
computer software is an exciting new risk assessment tool that has been adopted by many fire
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professionals across the nation. The fire department purchased RedZone using National Fire
Plan monies. The FEP's Fire Education Team conducted RedZone surveys on behalf of the fire
department and the information will be used to preplan strategies for future wildfires in the area.
In addition, the team left a packet of educational material with each homeowner or at the door if
they were absent. As a result of these contacts, many home evaluations were scheduled. More
importantly, during this process FEP identified homeowners interested in participating in fuels
reduction projects later in the summer. Results include the following data:

% 735 residences surveyed using RedZone

% 215 homeowners contacted personally by the team

Y% 37 in-depth and site-specific home evaluations conducted

5) Community Outreach & Education + National Fire Plan monies also funded important
educational outreach tools:

% Purchase of a PowerPoint projector which has greatly improved our ability to provide
quality presentations to groups.

% Purchase of a digital camera which will allow us to better document FEP activities and
fuels reduction projects in particular.

% Support the FEP Coordinator while developing PowerPoint and other presentations that
target specific audiences including Shoshone-Bannock Tribes, landscapers, realtors,
civic groups, and children.

% Creation of a large banner which is placed in each neighborhood prior to and during the
fuels reduction project.

High County RC&D + Rexburg

The HCRC&D has partnered with Lemhi County Commission and the USDA Forest Service to
implement a hazardous fuels reduction demonstration in Lemhi County. Up to $100,000 is
available from the Forest Service to implement several demonstrations on private lands. Lemhi
County provides the initial screening of potential demo sites as well as onsite planning
assistance. To date seven demonstration projects have been completed in the Sheep Creek
and Gibbonsville areas.

In Custer County the HCRC&D is currently working with the County Commissioners, BLM, Fire
Districts, and the Rural Addressing Committee providing logistical support and administrative
services on two projects.
Y% Development of the Custer County Wildfire Mitigation Plan. The BLM has made up to
$40,000 available to complete this project. Projected completion date 3/15/2004.
% Development of a Custer County Rural Addressing System. The BLM has made up to
$70,000 available to complete this project. Projected completion date is 7/1/2004
The RC&D Council has provided on-going technical assistance, developed RFPs, advertised for
services, and has hired separate consulting firms to complete each project.

The HCRC&D is currently working with Fire Districts and County Commissions in Teton County
and Bonneville County to identify fuels reduction demonstration sites as well as wildfire
educational needs. Up to $40,000 has been made available through the Idaho Department of
Lands to support this project.

Mid Snake RC&D = Twin Falls
The Mid-Snake RC&D has worked with the Bureau of Land Management and is currently
assisting Twin Falls, Jerome, and Minidoka Counties to put their scope of work together and to

advertise for a contractor to begin their county fire plan.
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We have not yet used any of the dollars allocated to the MSRC&D by the Idaho Dept. of Lands
but have decided that those dollars will be used to hire a student intern to assist the local fire
department and contractor in utilizing RED ZONE and mapping Jerome County.

Southwest Idaho RC&D *+ Meridian

The Southwest Idaho RC&D Council's most significant activities relative to National Fire Plan
funding are:

% The Southwest Idaho RC&D Council is assisting Ada, Canyon, and ElImore Counties as
the leader in identifying, coordinating, and facilitating county work groups in the
development of their FEMA-compliant Wildfire Hazard Assessment and Mitigation plans.

% In conjunction with the wildfire plan, the RC&D is hosting public meetings to provide
wildfire education as well as collect public input. Six meetings have been held and
approximately ten more are scheduled.

% One major fuels reduction project is being planned. It is to create a firebreak along
Interstate 84 through Elmore County to reduce wildfire starts caused by motorists.

Counties. He has met with all the county commissioners. They are jointly flying an RFQ for
the BLM funds to do the County Wide Assessment Plans. They plan to go out to bid within the
next month.
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Panhandle Lakes RC&D + Coeur d’Alene

% Determined status of Risk Assessments and Mitigation Plan development in each
county.

Y% Facilitated initial Bonner County Wildland Fire Mitigation meeting.

% Participated in initial Benewah County Wildland Fire Mitigation meeting.

Clearwater RC&D += Moscow

County Wildland Fire Mitigation Plans (for all of Clearwater, Idaho, Latah, Lewis, and Nez Perce
Counties). These documents include area descriptions of the counties, identification of wildland
fire issues, thorough assessment of wildland fire jurisdictions and responsibilities, fire services
capabilities and needs, fire prone landscapes and citizen (interface residents') awareness levels
of these issues. They also contain general mitigation recommendations, color fire district maps
and community fire spread risk/fire prone landscapes maps. Started: 2001. Completed 2003.
Primary funding from BLM with some Idaho Department of Commerce monies received
specifically for the Nez Perce County plan.

Region Il Resource Guide. A companion to the county plans described above, this document's
first section includes a listing of city, county, state, federal and private wildfire service providers
and contacts. The next section lists fire equipment suppliers and contractors. A third section
lists funding sources and the final section contains helpful information about the development of
fire districts and state and federal wildfire related codes. Completed August 2003. Funding:
BLM.

Region Il National Fire Plan Mitigation Projects. This second county fire plan companion
document describes 16 specific hazardous fuels project areas that have been identified within
the five-county area with project plan outlines developed. This includes maps outlining project
boundaries, number of acres affected, numbers of structures affected, estimated costs and
treatment types recommended. In addition to having actual hazardous fuels projects developed
and ready for future action, the document contains detailed information about the methodology.
The style and format can be used as a boilerplate for the development of other project areas.
Completed August 2003. Funding: BLM.

Region Il “Community® Hazardous Fuels Assessments. This document contains descriptions of
the hazardous fuels situation for each of the communities/project areas identified during the
planning process. The information was put together winter 2002-2003 by the county hazardous
fuels workgroups. Northwest Management Inc., Moscow, took the workgroup's information
along with some of their own and combined it into one document. Funding: BLM.

Region Il Fire Planning Partners Expo Display System. BLM Boise/Cottonwood and the
Clearwater RC&D contracted with LiteStream Company, Lewiston, to develop an 8' x 10’
exposition display system for public communication and awareness activities. The system
displays information about the partners involved, documents developed and produced, and the
types of projects under development. Background for display system is the fire risk spread/fire
prone landscapes map for the entire Region Il area. Display is available for events that are
indoors. Funding: BLM.

National Fire Plan IDL-FS Fire Projects. Initiated in 2003, this project utilizes carryover Forest
Service NFP funding through the Idaho Department of Lands to develop public education
activities, mitigation/demonstration projects, and support activities in wildland interface areas.
Projects tied to this NFP funding, so far, include:

% Moscow Mountain Defensible Space Door-to-Door Education Activitiesb local
contractors making face-to-face contact with approximately 165 homeowners in the
Moscow Mountain area of Latah County providing information, performing home
evaluations, and identification of potential hazard fuel demonstration projects. To be
completed late fall, 2003.

% Elk City Community/Residential Defensible Space Workb local Elk City Area Alliance is
conducting on-the-ground hazardous fuels reduction activities in the Elk City interface
area and including home sites.

Fire Management Activity Plans. In 2002, the Clearwater RC&D Council entered into contract
with a local consulting firm to develop two fire management activity plans in the Little Salmon
River and EIk City polygon areas for the Bureau of Land Management's Cottonwood Field
Office. The plans, which can easily be converted by BLM into NEPA-compliant documents will
help pave the way for much needed hazardous fuels reduction work in an effort to improve the
health and vigor of specified forested areas, both on private as well as federally-managed land.
Drafts of the two completed plans are currently under review by BLM and should be finalized in
late 2003. Funding: BLM.

Wet Gulch Fuel Breaks. RC&D entered into agreement in 2001 with the Idaho Department of
Correction, providing work crews and supervision for constructing fuel-break corridors in the
Wet Gulch area of John Day Creek watershed in Idaho County on land managed by the BLM.
Work has continued on this project and is ongoing. Funding: BLM.

Hazardous Fuels Reduction Project Development. Project purpose is to develop and implement
fuels reduction projects that complement NFP goals. It begins on-the-ground coordination
necessary for project development to reduce wildfire risks at the wildland urban interface. The
hazardous fuels working group progress discussed above is related to this project. Started in
2002 and ongoing. Funding: BLM.

2003 Nez Perce Tribe Fire Education Corps Team. The Nez Perce Tribal Forestry Department
handled the funding and sponsored a Student Conservation Association Fire Education Corps
Team, focusing primary efforts in the Clearwater Valley area of North Central Idaho within the
Nez Perce Reservation. Some work outside of the reservation boundary was performed. The
Chair of the Clearwater RC&D Fire Project Steering Committee performed initial work with the
Tribe and Student Conservation Association to get this project started and subsequently served
as the liaison between the RC&D Council and Tribal Forestry Department. A total of 958 homes
were canvassed with 146 evaluations being completed in and around the communities of
Harpster, Stites, Clearwater, Kooskia, Kamiah, Greer, and Orofino. Two fuels reduction
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demonstrations were also completed. The Team Leader is being funded year round. Funding:
USDI Bureau of Indian Affairs.

BLM Cottonwood Field Office “Area Wide® Fire Management Plan. One of two new projects
currently under development; the Clearwater RC&D Council will contract this work out very
shortly to be completed in February 2004. A fire management plan will be developed to
determine how prescribed fire, wildland fire used for resource benefit, and fire suppression can
be used to meet objectives identified in BLM's Framework Management Plan. The FMP will
discuss potential work on federally managed BLM land as well as other affected lands. The
plan will be developed under new federal guidelines for agency hazardous fuels
reduction/wildfire suppression activities. Funding: BLM.

Region Il National Fire Plan Projects Support/Development/Coordination. The second of two
new Council projects, this will be a contract position. Activities will be geared toward helping to
aeep the ball rolling® on National Fire Plan implementation activities and mitigation projects
throughout the five counties of Region Il. Contractor will utilize documents discussed above and
resources from the planning process to help cities, counties, fire districts, contractors, and
agencies develop wildfire mitigation projects. Contract will be for twelve months with a twelve-
month extension clause. Council is in the applicant review process. Two activities already
underway/completed related to this project:
% Technical Assistance for the Elk City and Dixie Fire Departments (Idaho Co.); fall, 2003.
% Assistance to Upper Fords Creek Fire District for new rural fire district formation
proposal/information--passed by Clearwater County voters on 11/4/03.
Funding: BLM.

West Central Highlands RC&D + Emmett

% Gem, Payette, Washington, and Adams Counties are under contract by the RC&D to
complete Fire Risk Assessments and Fire Mitigation Plans with NFP funds from the
BLM. $35,000 is available to each county.

% Assisted Valley County to contract for Fire Mitigation Plan assistance with BLM NFP
funds.

% The RC&D has sponsored three fuel load reduction demonstration projects; all have
been in Boise County to date. Another is planned in a subdivision near Tamarack in
Adams County.

% The Council has hired a consulting forester to work with communities on developing fuel
load reduction projects and to assist in general on fire education and technical
assistance with grants

% RC&D received FEMA funds to do All Hazard Mitigation Plans in all six counties.

Bannock Creek Wildland Urban Interface: The project consists of creating fuel breaks in and
around the community of Bannock Creek and educating homeowners of the danger of wildland
fires. The community is located in the southern portion of the reservation and is located in
Power County. The planning and NEPA process is almost complete and has been approved by
the Tribal Council. Work is expected to begin on this project in the spring.

Michaud Creek Wildland Urban Interface: This project was approved in 2003, with some
work being done just south of the community. Along with the work, an education program will
be added to this project. Completion of this project is expected in 2004.

Ross Fork Wildland Urban Interface: This project was approved in 2003, and project
implementation is expected to start in spring 2004. The objectives of this project are to create
defensible space around homes and educate homeowners on fire in the wildland urban
interface. This is a 2-year project with planning the first year and project implementation the
second year.

Fort Hall Bottoms Hazardous Fuels Reduction: This project was approved in late summer
2003. The goals are to reduce hazardous fuels build-up, create more diverse plant
communities, and control the spread of noxious weeds. This project will mainly be done with a
combination of controlled burning and mechanical treatments. This project is expected to be a
multi-year project.

Mt. Putnam Hazardous Fuels Reduction: This project is completing the planning phase and
is expected to be approved this month. The goals of this project are to create fuel breaks
throughout the mountain range to provide control points, provide defensible spacing for
firefighters, and reduce the fire threat.
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
